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National Implementation
of the Women and Land
Campaign in Lebanon
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Background

Improving women'’s housing, land and property (HLP) rights is a
key catalyst towards the social and economic development of
communities. Protecting women’s HLP rights contributes to the
realization and enjoyment of a broad range of human rights,
such as the right to an adequate standard of living, adequate
housing, health, work and education. HLP rights increase
women's empowerment and participation in decision-making
within the household and in the public life. They help protect
women from gender-based violence and other health hazards,
and they enable women to play an active role in the stabilization
of societies affected by crises and conflicts.

In 2021, UN-Habitat and the Global Land Tool Network (GLTN)
launched the ongoing regional Women and Land Campaign.
The campaign, targeting a broad spectrum of stakeholders in
the Arab region, is promoted by UN-Habitat as part of its
mandate to achieve a better urban future for all, and by the
partners of the Stand for Her Land Campaign, including the
World Bank, the International Land Coalition, Landesa and
Habitat for Humanity.

Building on the regional campaign, the National
Implementation of the Women and Land Campaign in
Lebanon was launched in 2022 in partnership with the
National Commission for Lebanese Women (NCLW).

Purpose and objectives

In Lebanon, women have full legal protection to acquire
property by purchase; however, when it comes to inheritance,
the situation may be different. Inheritance laws differ between
religious communities, often leading to compromised HLP
rights for women. Also, discriminatory customs negatively
impact women'’s HLP rights, such as the prioritization of males
in inheritance practices. Additionally, there is a lack of
awareness among women about their legal right to own
property, even if their share is smaller than that of men, further
denying them access to the property rights they are entitled to.

Therefore, the campaign aims to raise awareness on how to
overcome the challenges faced by women in accessing their
HLP rights, empower them to claim these rights, and draw the
public’s attention on the importance of protecting them and
the overall benefit it has for the well-being of communities.

Through 15 messages, the campaign in Lebanon highlights
why women’'s HLP rights matter, how to increase women’s
access to these rights, and how to increase their participation
in land-related processes.
